ENTRY INFORMATION 

• No entries will be accepted by phone, fax or email. 

• Paper entries received within the first 24 hours must include postage or be metered.  Entries must be delivered by multi-
state or multi-national postal or carrier service, including but not limited to USPS, FedEx, UPS, and DHL.  You must 
waive the signature requirement for delivery services, if any.  Hand delivered entries will not be accepted for the first 24 
hours after the opening date and time. 

• Limit 10 entry forms per envelope. 

• All entries must be submitted on official AKC Agility entry forms and must include the signed Agreement and Rules.  
Photocopies of entry forms without the AKC agreement are NOT acceptable.  Unsigned, incomplete or illegible entries 
are NOT acceptable and cannot be entered in the trial (AKC Rule CH 1, Sec 11). 

• Express mail entries must include the signature waiver allowing them to be left at the secretary’s address.  Mail 
requiring signature will be returned to sender – NO EXCEPTIONS.

• Returned checks do not constitute a valid entry.  The returned check fee is $35.00. This fee is payable to the club 
regardless of whether the exhibitor participates in the trial or not. 

• Only one dog per entry form; include only AKC titles on entries. 

• For AKC Canine Partners, the dog’s breed should be entered as “All American Dog”, the listing number entered in the 
Registration # field, and “AKC No.” box checked. 

• No entry shall be made and no entry shall be accepted which specifies any conditions as to its acceptance. 

• Illegible entries will not be processed and will be returned to the exhibitor.  

• Move-ups (Prior to set of trials):  Accepted until 6:00 pm, Monday, January 20, 2025. 

• Move-ups (Day-to-Day):  GKCDTC will accept day-to-day move-ups.  The request for moving up must be made in 
writing at the trial site to the Trial Secretary no later than 30 minutes after the end of the days trial. The move-up will 
become effective at the next days trial.  

• E-mail confirmations will be sent to those listing a legible e-mail address on the entry form.  If you would like to receive 
your entry status by US mail prior to the issuance of the judging schedule at closing, please enclose a self-addressed, 
stamped envelope or postcard along with your entry.

AKC Jump Height Cards 

All dogs competing in agility must possess an official AKC Jump Height Card.  An official AKC Jump Height Card is defined as either a 
permanent jump height card, a valid temporary jump height form (yellow sheet), copies of two different measuring forms (placing the dog in 
the same height class) dated on or after the dog’s second birthday, or copies of three different measuring forms (two of which place the dog 
in the same height class) on or after the dog’s second birthday. Dogs between 15 months and 2 years of age require only one measurement. 
The yellow sheet given to an exhibitor whose dog is under 2 years of age will act as the dogs temporary jump height card. No official height 
card is issued to dogs under 2 years of age. If no VMO or Agility Field Rep is present, all dogs without either a valid Jump Height Card 
MUST be measured/wicketed by the Judge of Record PRIOR to running in their class. This measurement will be valid ONLY for the weekend 
of trials. If a Volunteer Measuring Official or an Agility Field Rep is present, all dogs without a valid Jump Height Card MUST be measured 
at some time during the trial regardless of jump height entered. If the dog cannot be measured by the VMO or Agility Field Rep prior to 
running, it must be measured by the judge before its first run. Please see AKC Regulations for Agility Trials and Agility Course Test, Chapter 
2, Section 5 Jump Height Card. 

• You are not required to show your height card or send a copy with your entry.  

• You are required to mark on your entry form if your dog needs to be measured. 
 



  

 

DOGS ELIGIBLE TO ENTER 
 

This trial is open to all dogs fifteen (15) months of age or older that are registered with the American Kennel Club or that have AKC Limited 
Registration, Purebred Alternative Listing/Indefinite Listing Privileges (PAL/ILP), an AKC Canine Partners listing number, or approved 
Foundation Stock Service (FSS) breeds are eligible to participate.  

Dogs with a Purebred Alternative Listing/Indefinite Listing Privileges (PAL/ILP) or an AKC Canine Partners listing number must be spayed 
or neutered in order to compete.  Wherever the word “dog” is used in these regulations it includes both sexes. 

Dogs should be physically sound.  Dogs that are blind or deaf shall not be eligible, and neither are bitches in season, aggressive dogs, or 
dogs suffering from any deformity, injury, or illness which may affect the dog’s physical or mental performance.  No dog shall compete if it 
is taped or bandaged in any way or has anything attached to it for medical purposes.  Refer to Chapter 2 of Rules Applying to Registration 
and Discipline for the listing of registerable breeds that may participate.  Puppies under four months of age are strictly prohibited from the 
trial grounds. 

 

BITCHES IN SEASON 
 

Bitches in season are not permitted in the Trial.  Entry fees less $10   administrative fee and applicable AKC 
recording fees per day will be refunded for bitches coming in season after closing date.  Owner must present certificate from veterinarian 
prior to start of the trial to qualify for a refund of that days trial fees and future days trial fees. 
 

OBSTACLES AND RING CONDITIONS 
 

Obstacles will meet the specifications for obstacles in the current edition of the Regulations for Agility Trials and Agility Course Test.  All 
classes will take place indoors on artificial turf.  Ring size will be one 105’ x 98’ ring. 
 

COURSE WALK-THROUGHS AND WARM-UP INFORMATION 
 

Handlers in all classes are permitted to walk the course, without a dog, during a walk-through period held prior to the start of the class.  The 
walk-through is restricted to handlers entered in that class only.  Handlers with multiple dogs, at events with multiple rings may request to 
walk with a height group other than the one their dog is entered in if a conflict is imminent.  
 
A warm-up area, consisting of a regulation agility jump, may be provided for exhibitors.  The warm-up area is to be used exclusively for 
warming up the dog and not for training or relieving the dog. 
 

RIBBONS, AWARDS, AND PRIZES 
 

Qualifying Ribbons will be awarded to all dogs receiving a qualifying score in each titling class.  Ribbons will be in each jump 
height as follows:  
 

 1ST  Place .......................................................Blue 4th Place ..................................................... White 
 2nd Place ........................................................ Red Qualifying .......................................... Dark Green 
 3rd Place ..................................................... Yellow  
 

A New Title rosette will be awarded to all dog and handler teams finishing a title.  A Double Q rosette will be awarded to al l 
dog and handler teams qualifying in Master Standard and Master JWW on the same day.  A MACH/PACH rosette will be 
awarded to all dog and handler teams that attain their MACH/PACH.  A decorated MACH/PACH  bar will be awarded to all 
dog and handler teams that attain their MACH/PACH. An AGCH ribbon will be awarded to all dog and handler teams that 
attain their Agility Grand Champion title.  Clean Run Medallions will be awarded to Novice, Open, and Excellent exhibitors 
that earn a qualifying score with a clean run. 
  

ADDITIONAL SITE INFORMATION 

• BUILDING:  The building is climate controlled; indoor restrooms. 

• SET-UP INFORMATION:  THE BUILDING WILL NOT BE AVAILABLE FOR GENERAL SET-UP ON THURSDAY.  The building will 
open at 7:00 a.m. Friday morning. 

• CRATES may be left overnight; however, the Greater Kansas City Dog Training Club will not be responsible for any lost or damaged 
items left at the event site.  No dogs allowed overnight in the building.  Indoor crating is available in a climate-controlled crating room on 
the south side of ASDS.  Crating might be a little tight at the site, so please conserve space by using wire crates and stacking crates 
whenever possible.  Please leave the area along the tree line on the south side of the parking lot for exhibitors crating out of their vehicles. 

• Electronic Timing:  Electronic timing will be used at these trials. 

• PARKING:  There is close parking, but please park conservatively. RV parking is limited and will be restricted to those with reservations.No 
RV parking on the grass in the general parking area will be permitted.  Please reserve parking along the south tree line for exhibitors 
crating out of vehicles. 

• RV PARKING:  Overnight RV parking is not allowed at the trial site. No RV parking on the grass or without prior permission will be 
allowed. The daytime parking for small RVs will be limited to four. The location of daytime RV parking will be communicated to each 
allowed RV exhibitor. Contact LeeAnn Jahansooz, 316 210-6454 concerning daytime RV parking. There are RV parks in close proximity 
to the show site in the Jackson County Parks System at Lake Jacomo.  The Lake Jacomo campsite area is approximately 5 minutes from 
the trial site.  Call 816-503-4805 for reservations or get additional information at here. There are also private RV parks in Grain Valley, 
Oak Grove, and Odessa. 

• Exhibitors are responsible for cleaning up after their dog(s).  Any exhibitor failing to do so may be excused without benefit of refund if 
the Event Committee deems the exhibitor to be in violation of this requirement.  Cleaning supplies and disposal sites will be available at 
various locations around the show grounds.

• The site is located south of the city of Blue Springs on Highway 7, just south of the intersection of Hwy 7 and Wyatt Rd, on the west 
side of Hwy 7.  

• If you are coming from the north (I-70), it is 4.8 miles south of the intersection of I-70 and Hwy 7 and immediately past Anderson Rentals.`  

• If you are coming from the south, it is 1.4 miles north of the intersection of Hwy 7 and Colbern Rd. or 5.3 miles north of the intersection 
of Hwy 7 and Hwy 50 and north of the Storage Mart storage facility.  Hwy 7 is divided by a median so it will be necessary to drive north 
of the site and make a U-turn at Wyatt Road.

REFUNDS

fees per day will be refunded for bitches coming in season after closing date.  Owner must present certificate from veterinarian prior to 
start of show. 

• No refund will be issued for overpayment of $10.00 or less. 
RINGSIDE 

• Dogs may arrive any time prior to judging. Dogs without a Permanent or Temporary Height Card must be available for measuring 
prior to the start of their class. See here for further information concerning Height Cards.  

• Judges are not required to wait for dogs.  The Exhibitor of each dog is solely responsible for being ready at ringside when it is to be 
judged.  The Club has no responsibility for providing service through a public address system or stewards or runners for the purpose 
of calling or locating dogs that are not brought into the ring when required.

Entering For Exhibition Only (FEO)  
• For Exhibition Only may be offered at the option of the host club. FEO will allow exhibitors to work with their dogs in a trial 

environment. FEO is allowed in all classes. Participation in FEO is non-qualifying.  

• FEO runs are treated as trial entries. The exhibitor must enter the class(es) prior to the closing date, pay class entry fee(s) and the 
Trial Secretary must record the entry in the Trial Catalog as part of the results for that class. FEO does not need to be noted on the 
entry form; the handler will declare the day of the show.  

• Dogs may be entered in any jump height for FEO runs. If entered in an ineligible jump height, the team is committed to FEO for that 
run and must declare FEO on the start line. Day of show jump height changes are not allowed.  

• Dogs may be entered at any level (Novice, Open Excellent or Masters) in FAST, JWW, Standard or Premier classes. If the dog is 
not eligible for the level entered, the team is committed to FEO for that run and must declare FEO on the start line. Day of show 
level changes are not allowed 

• The exhibitor must declare FEO in the ring prior to leading out to the scribe and the judge.  

• Course time for FEO in Time 2 Beat, JWW, Standard, Premier and ISC will be 45 seconds. FAST courses times for each 
class/height are as noted in the Regulations. 

 

Fix and Go On 
Fix and Go On is not pre-entered; rather, it occurs during the course of the run. 

FNG allows exhibitors to immediately reattempt an obstacle at any time while on course when the dog’s performance of an obstacle is not to 
their expectation. This allows the dog to successfully complete the obstacle then finish the course or leave the ring on a positive note. Using 
FNG will result in a non-qualifying score.

Dogs who measure into the 24” regular 
jump height division may not enter 24-choice. Dogs entered in the Preferred classes must compete at the required jump height and may 
not compete in a jump height division higher or lower than their proper height division.  

All dogs that have not been officially measured for an Agility Jump Height Card may still compete; however, they must be measured by 
a Judge of record, an Agility Field Representative, or a Volunteer Measuring Official, prior to running. If measured by the Judge of record, 
that measurement will be valid for this trial or back-to-back trials only. If a measurement is necessary, it is the exhibitor's responsibility to 
have their dog(s) measured prior to running.  

Dogs listed in the AKC Canine PartnersSM program may be eligible to enter all-breed AKC agility trials at the club’s option. These dogs 
should be listed as All American Dog and must include their AKC number on the entry form and check the AKC No. box.
